ESTABLISHMENT OF EQUIPMENT

The Examination cell is equipped with five computers, two laser printers and two Xerox
copiers.

During the academic year 2017-18 one Master Server was purchased with Autonomy
grant.

It is proposed to strengthen the examination Cell with a master server from autonomous
funds to conduct online examinations.

One canon copier from exam cell funds and one Air conditioner from autonomy funds

were purchased during 2018-109.

EXAMINATION REFORMS

Online examination system is to be introduced in selected subjects from this academic
year 2019-20. For this purpose one online examination center is established with one
master Server and 20 computer systems with the assistance of UGC autonomy funds.
For the automation of examination cell software was purchased to conduct internal

evaluation and for mapping of results data for social welfare scholarships.
